Temps : verbe “report” conjugué au present (voir “is”).
Forme : passif



-Parts of England were hit by heavy rain.

Temps : verbe “hit” conjugué au preterit simple ( “were”)
Forme passif.


Trains were delayed. Flights were cancelled.
Temps : verbe “delay” conjugué au preterit simple ( “were”)
Forme passive : be+pp, sujet subit l’action.


People were stranded. 
Tps : preterit simple sur “ strand” – Attention c’est “were” qui marque le preterit.
Forme passive : les gens subissent (blocage), be+pp

Today, people are stranded.

Tomorrow, people will be stranded.



· No casualties have been reported.
Temps : verbe “report” conjugué par “have+been” “have” indique le present, “been” se réfère au passé, donc il s’agit du present perfect.

Forme passive : le sujet “casualties” subit, c’est à dire on parle d’eux. L’aux. be conjugué + participle passé.


· They have been given the hero award.

Verbe “give” conjugué au present perfect (le present : “have” + repère passé “been”).


- He is expected to help the rescue team.
Verbe “expect” conjugué au present (“is”)


The cricket tournament will be abandoned.

Verbe “abandon”, conjugué au future ( will be) forme passive , ( abandon, donc action subit).

Sacha was driven to the hospital (by the ambulance).
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
