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a)  It’s an American punk rock trio who was formed in 1989. The band has consisted of Billie Joe Armstrong (vocals, guitar), Mike Dirnt (bass guitar, vocals), and Tré Cool (drums, percussion) for the majority of its existence. Their sound is often compared to first wave punk bands such as the Ramones, The Clash, Sex Pistols, The Jam, and the Buzzcocks.The majority of their song catalogue is composed of distorted guitar, fast, manic drums, and relatively high-treble bass.One of their most known album is American Idiot,which received the Best rock album award.

b)  It was an American rock band that was formed by singer/guitarist Kurt Cobain and bassist Krist Novoselic in Aberdeen, Washington. They went through a succession of drummers, the longest-lasting being Dave Grohl, who joined the band in 1990. With the lead single "Smells Like Teen Spirit" from the band's second album Nevermind (1991), they entered into the mainstream, bringing along with it a subgenre of alternative rock called grunge.

c)  It is an American alternative rock band, formed in 1997 in Detroit, Michigan. The group consists of songwriter Jack White (vocals and guitar) and Meg White (drums), who have remained the consistent line-up. After releasing several singles and three albums within the Detroit independent music underground, they rose to prominence in 2002, as part of the "garage rock revival" scene.

d)  It is a Swedish rock band that first rose to prominence in the early 2000s as a leading group of the garage rock revival, playing garage punk. Their breakthrough came with the release of the "best-of" compilation Your New Favourite Band, featuring their most commercially successful song "Hate to Say I Told You So". They are known for their "hilarious self-glorification," and performing in matching suits that change with each album, but are always black and white.
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
