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	    Films are stories that are told three times: once when they're written, once when they're directed, and once when they're edited.
    Each has the opportunity for just as much creative input as the other. 
The editor will look at the script, and go through the laborious task of sorting all the audio and video clips, labeling them, marking some as good and some as bad. 
    The editor may have some notes from the shoot, especially from a script supervisor (who documents which performances were good, which shots may have had continuity issues, etc). The editor then has to connect audio and video clips, syncing them based on "time code", the clapboard, or a reference audio track. No creativity involved yet. 
    But then it's time to do the cutting. The director does have the final say, but a wise director will lean on an editor's experience and creative ability. A very efficient way to work is to tell the editor whatever you feel is important, and then let the editor come up with a way to make your vision happen. There will be a lot of challenges, and an editor needs to work magic to overcome them.

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	    While editing can be a cool job for quite a while, it may still become pretty boring in the long run.
