-sujet → WHO / THAT
- COD → WHO / WHOM / THAT / Ø  Complément de nom → WHOSE
* L'antécédent est non-humain : 
- sujet →  WHICH / THAT
- COD → WHICH / THAT / Ø 
- complément du nom →  WHOSE / OF WHICH

THAT et Ø sont obligatoires après all, anything, everything, only et un superlatif.
