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                                                               INTRODUCTION

General

The curriculum of the fourth year is the final course for most students following the European curriculum for European Citizenship. It will take about 100 hours of study to complete the course. This includes two hours a week of help and instruction by   teachers. The course will take  33 to 36 weeks of study starting at the beginning of the school year. It’s the finishing touch of the European Curriculum. When the students have successfully completed this curriculum, they will be awarded the certificate ‘European Citizenship’.  This certificate is granted by the board of International Education. 

Curriculum

The curriculum of the fourth year deals with a mix of history, political science and social studies. Three topics will be studied and discussed by the students at school as well as at international level. These three topics are: European Identity, Europe and Democracy, Europe and Migration. The topics can be studied as a part of the regular curriculum or as extra curricular activities. Each school is free to decide about this. All students from all schools will study Europe on the same basis: F. Delouche (general editor) ‘Illustrated History of Europe, A unique Portrait of Europe’s Common History’, Paris 1992. This study book has been written by eminent European historians from participating countries and has been translated in all European languages.It will be used as a common source of information and illustrations.  

Accountability

To understand Europe, students need to study the development of Europe, and they will have to define what the idea of Europe actually is. Each individual must reflect on Europe and develop a personal opinion of Europe, based on facts. To understand Europe and its main values, the studies and researches of Europe must be compared with the values and interests of the individual nations. Discussing, studying and researching this European course in co-operation with students from other EU-nations gives this course a special European dimension and will contribute to the development of future European citizens. 

Characteristics 

Apart from general educational competences, the fourth year course aims at:

· studies and research of a common European study book in different languages

· research at a pre-academic level

· passive and active use of the English language

· extended use of the possibilities of the internet

· national and international group work 

· international contacts and exchanges

· dominantly group grading  

· in-depth studies of the European identity and the key values of Europe

· research of democracy at local, national en European level

· develop a sense of European citizenship

· ability to specialize in ‘European studies’

STUDY GUIDE MIGRATION AND THE EUROPEAN IDENTITY

Introduction 

Migration is one of the aspects that contributed to the European identity. In this topic the students investigate this, and try to find out what migration means for the people involved. The topic is integrated in ‘identity’ and must be studied in the group during the whole course as a kind of shadow program. After you have studied this topic, you should be able to communicate that European migration, European identity and European democracy are interconnected. During the course, you will learn how to interview people from different cultures.

Step 1: research and interviews

The students should find out if they can find people (for instance classmates, schoolmates, friends, etc.)  with a migration background.

They should find out what kind of background these people have. This could be done by an interview, and as a student group they should develop a kind of guideline for the interviews.

This should include: 

From which country does the interviewed person come from? 

How long has their family been living in the new country?

Why did they migrate?

Which religion does she or he have? 

What about the family structure?

Which language is spoken?

What kind of integration problems have they met so far?

What kind of TV-programs do they watch? (for example: Turkish TV)

……

……

Examples of interviews in different countries can be found on the site of ‘European Citizenship’. If you can’t find them ask your teacher for help. These interviews could be used as a base for the next step, if necessary.

Step 2: comparison

The students should compare the concept and results of their interviews with the ones from the reader. What are the weak and what are the strong points of their interviews compared with the ones on the site? What interesting conclusions can be made of these interviews? Did the interviews approve their hypotheses and expectations? Why did expectations and results differ? Did the results answer their questions, What did they actually learn on Migration from their own investigations? etc., etc. 

Reflection on questions like: Where did migrants in ………… come from? How were these newcomers received, how are they intgrated, what is their economical and social status, how do they feel about their new country and their fellow citizens etc., etc., can make a qualitative and quantitative comparison fruitful. 

Step 3: international comparison and final paper

The studentgroup should get in contact with a studentgroup from other countries and compare the most interesting results and conclusions of step 2 on the two different schools. This must be done before april 2007 and should be communicated with the teachers (national and foreign)

After having received the information of the foreign group they have to review the quality and quantity of the interviews and the results of the interviews of the foreign studentgroup. This review is part of the portfolio.

The students write a final paper about their findings on the interviews (national, reader and international) and try to draw conclusions on ‘the art of interviewing’and the relation between migration and identity c.q. democracy.

Step 4: international presentation and future studies

This can be done on a voluntary basis before and during the exchange.

Prepare a common presentation of the results together with your own group or with students of the partner schools (PowerPoint for example, photos, posters ….).

These (cooperating) groups can do this presentation on migration during an exchange. 

Individual students can use their knowledge on European migration and their European network for furher studies in this subject in next classes. You can think of essays, theses etc.

Finishing the portfolio

GOAL: AN INQUIRY IN THE CONTENTS AND THE HISTORICAL BACKGROUNDS OF AN EUROPEAN IDENTITY

COMPETENCES TO BE ACQUIRED:

· To be able to make a historical and personal reflection on ‘the identity of Europe’.

· To be able to participate in group- and class discussions on aspects of this identity.

· To be able to participate in the creation of  group- and class-page on Europe.

· To be able to send and receive international e-mail contacts on group-level.

· To be able to send and receive international e-mail contacts on class-level.

· To be able to write reviews and evaluations of international ideas on Europe.

· To be able to participate in a student exchange.

· To be able to participate in the creation of  ‘European class-pages’.

The concept of this course combines structure and freedom.

AEREA OF RESEARCH AND METHOD OF INQUIRY

Main question: What is the essence of Europe and how did the European identity historically evolve?

 The concept of this course tries to combine structure and freedom.

Method: Europe has geographical, cultural, political, social and economic dimensions. Therefore, students must search for useful definitions of Europe and will have to select European ‘Keywords’ and illustrations from the introduction chapter of ‘Delouche, F., The illustrated history of Europe’, which focuses on the identity of Europe. They will also have to introduce and reach an agreement on the selection of ‘own’ relevant keywords and illustrations, not used in the book.

After having sharpened their knowledge and concept of Europe, small groups of students must try to formulate two ‘group statements’ on the essence of Europe. 

These ‘group statements’ will be used as starting points for a class discussion on the question ‘what is essential in the identity of Europe?’. This discussion should lead to two ‘class statements’ on what is truly European. 

The group- and class-statements will be supplemented by selected keywords and illustrations to make group- and class-pages. These group and class-pages will be compared and discussed between groups and classes of different schools in different European countries. In a final commentary on the diverse contributions and their similarities and differences, students can reflect on and learn from each other. 

During the exchangeweek they can prove their new ‘European knowledge’ by making in an international group a new  truly ‘European group-page’ that illustrates fruits of their international contacts and earlier comments.

Each group can use their first language but when there is a correspondence between schools from different countries all texts have to be in English.

POSSIBLE STUDYMATERIALS

· Common basis: F. Delouche ‘Illustrated history of Europe’ (English and first language) introduction   ‘The identity of Europe’ (to be found also on the site of European Citizenship)

· History books  (Schoolbooks in your school)

· Musical sources (pop songs, anthems, classical music)

· Paintings

· Literature

· Internet

· Brochures, interviews, etc. etc.

PROCEDURE

· Divide class into 4 or 5 groups (5 persons)

· Each groupmember  writes a personal definition of Europe

· Each group writes a group definition of Europe.

· Each groupmember reads the introduction  of ‘The llustrated history of Europe’ on the identity of Europe 

· Each group selects 6 essential ‘European keywords’ out of this chapter.

· Each group selects 2 ‘own’ relevant European keywords which must come from other sources!

· Each group selects 2 illustrations out of the introduction  and 2 ‘own’ types of sources (illustration, symbol, quotation, poem, music, song etc.).

· Each group makes 2 group statements on what they see as the essence of Europe.

· Each group makes a group page with two group statements and 8 keywords and 4 illustrations as a supplement to the statements

· Each group contributes to a class discussion on ‘The essence of Europe’. This discussion should lead to a class-page with 2 class-statements, 8 class-keywords and 4 class-illustrations. The statements, keywords and illustrations must be explained and motivated.

· Class-pages must be mailed to teachers of classes at foreign schools.

· Groups reflect on the contributions of partner classes and after discussion they will write a commentary that will be mailed to the groupleaders of partnerschools.

· Groups and\or classes take part in an exchange project, visit a partner school, give presentations and make international groups consisting of at least 3 nationalities.

· During the students-exchange groups can use their national and international reflection of partner-groups and the experiences during the exchange for the making of a ‘European presentation’ of a truly European grouppage.

· Every participating student keeps all relevant findings and correspondence in a portfolio. 

WORKING-METHOD

Step 0: Introduction (1 week)

Introduction of the course ‘European Citizenship’.

· Explanation 3 topics: European Identity, Democracy and Migration.

· Explanation timetables, working methods, grading, portfolio etc.Explanation international contacts.

· Getting acquainted with the European history book by Delouche.

· Introduction of the Quiz on European Identity. 

Step 1: Definitions (1 week, week 2)

Introducing Europe and becoming familiar with the term ‘EUROPE’.

· Formation of studentgroups.

· Making an mail-list with teacher, groupmembers and groupleaders.

· Students reflect on results of the Quiz on Europe and make one ‘Groupquiz’.

· Each students formulates a personal definition of Europe.

· Reaching consensus on a group definition of Europe.

· Each student makes a personal EC-passport.

Step 2: Keywords and illustrations ( 2 weeks, week 3 and 4)

Finding keywords and illustrations.

· Study the introduction of ‘Illustrated history of Europe’.

· Each group selects 6 European keywords out of this introduction chapter.  Every keyword has to be explained and the group has to motivate why they considered it most relevant for the identity of Europe. (for example: keyword=‘languages’. Explanation: A typical aspect of Europe is the diversity of languages. Europeans speak 43 different languages. Motivation: Most Europeans cherish their mother tongue very much but on the other hand, the different languages give rise to division and misunderstandings among Europeans.)   

· Each group discusses ‘the identity of Europe’ and selects 2 ‘own’ keywords (not used in the book) to understand this European identity. Both keywords have to be explained and the group has to motivate why they considered these keywords so relevant for the identity of Europe. (for example: Keyword= ‘equal rights’. Explanation: In Europe it is essential that all humans are treated as equals, this is an important principal in the European constitution. Motivation: We chose this keyword because we think that equal rights for men and women are very important and that it’s a responsibility for European leaders to guarantee this equality of all European citizens.)   

· Each group selects 2 illustrations out of this introduction chapter and explains why they consider these illustrations to be the most relevant for the identity of Europe. (for example: illustration 3 on page 15. Explanation: Here you see the church of Paray le Monial, Christianity is one of the common roots of Europe and all over Europe, you can find beautiful churches that function as the core of European religion and culture.)   

· Each group selects 2 own illustrations (or symbol, painting, poem, etc. not used in the book) that illustrate the identity of Europe and explains why they consider these illustrations to be most relevant for the identity of Europe. (for example: illustration of the European flag. Explanation: We chose this illustration because it symbolizes the ultimate goal of Europe, a perfect unity and cooperation of all the European countries. It is a banner that should enlighten the hearts and minds of all young Europeans.) 

· Each group sends the mail-list, the groupquiz and the EC-passports to corresponding groupleaders of other schools (If the foreign studentgroups are not known this must be done as soon as possible!) 

Step 3: Group-page (1 week, week 5)

Formulating 1 group-statement on the essence of Europe. 

· Each group member prepares his personal views on ‘the identity of Europe’, selects his favourite keyword and illustration and writes down his own statement on ‘the identity of Europe’. (My favourite keyword is ‘…………’, this can be illustrated by ‘……………….’ And the most essential aspect of Europe to me can be described as  ‘…………………………………………………. …………. )

· Select a chairman and a minutes secretary to lead a group-discussion on the personal statements regarding ‘the identity of Europe’.  

· Have the discussion within your group. You must at least use a summary of the introduction of ‘The illustrated history of Europe’, your own favourite keyword and illustration to make your contribution to the discussion. 

· The secretary writes down different opinions and arguments within the group discussion. Afterwards the group compares the collected arguments and statements and has to reach a consensus on the best statement. 

· Write down the selected statement at the top of a page and illustrate the rest of the document with the eight group-keywords and the four illustrations. 

· Mail the document to the other groups of your own class. Add a print-out of the document in your portfolio.

· Translate your document in English to facilitate communication with groups from foreign partner schools (be aware that schools can change their partner schools during the project).

 Step 4: From group-page to class-page ( 2 weeks, week 6 and 7)

Presentation, discussion and evaluation in your class.

· Each group gives a short presentation of their grouppage in their class.

· The class makes a list of the four c.q. five statements of the other groups. 

· Have a discussion on the statements on ‘the identity of Europe’. In the discussion, you can use your increasing knowledge on Europe, your group-arguments and opinions. After the discussion, the class should select one statement, eight relevant keywords and four illustrations.

· Be sure to reach final consensus on the exact formulation of the selected statement, and write a short explanation and a motivation.

· Translate your entire class-page in English.

· Send the English version of the classpage to the teacher of the partnerschool(s)

· Make an evaluation of the process of coming to the final class-page in English. Give also a short motivation about the selection of keywords and illustrations. This evaluation has to be part of a handout to communicate your activities and opinions to classes from other schools.  

· Make a personal evaluation. Put this personal evaluation in your portfolio, your teacher will mark your contribution to the process and your portfolio. 

Step 5: Comparing International class pages ( 2 weeks, week 8 and 9)

European identity in different European countries.

· Read the class-pages of foreign classes and compare them with your own.

· Look for similarities and differences between your class-pages and the pages of the foreign-classes. Try to write a comment and try to explain the (absence of) differences, and put this in your portfolio.

· Translate this comment in English and send this to the teachers of the partnerschools.

Step 6: Preparing a ‘European presentation’. ( 2 weeks, week 10  and 11)


( Buffer: Week 13) 

· Read and reflect on comments of foreign schools on your class-page.

· Adapt these new findings and use them to improve your grouppage (step3!) Integrate your new knowledge to make it a (more) ‘European grouppage’.

· One group prepares a presentation of their ‘European group-page’ to be held during the exchange. Be sure to communicate new knowledge.

· One group prepares a presentation of their ‘Class-page’ to be held during the exchange. Be sure to communicate the comments and findings of the other schools.

· Three groups prepare a short introduction-presentation (3 themes: Country, City, School).

· Help to prepare an interesting exchange-week in which the presentation of the ‘European class-page’ will be one of the activities.

Step 7: Student exchange ( 2 weeks)

· Prepare Student exchange.

· Exchange of ideas for the actual exchange program week.

· Hold a short presentation of your grouppage, your classpage, your country, your city and your school. (If choosen, a presentation on ‘migration’)

· Make international groups consisting of at least 3 nationalities.

· Use the national and international knowledge, experiences and reflections of the international groupmembers during the exchange for the making of a ‘European presentation’ of a truly ‘European vision on the Identity of Europe’.

· Collect information to prepare an evaluation of these ‘European presentations’

Step 8: Reflection on ‘European  identity’ ( 1 week)

· Finish personal evaluations.(Identity, European presentations, exchangeweek)

· Check progress on the shadowprogram on migration, write a short evaluation. 

· Finish the portfolio for the teacher to mark it.

· Hand in the portfolio.

During the program of ‘Identity’ there are some ‘buffer weeks’ to finish things off, to 

synchronise activities with other schools and to work on the shadow-program of  

‘Migration’.

EUROPE AND DEMOCRACY:  PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE

STUDY GUIDE 

I. ACCOUNTABILITY

Democracy is one of the shared and leading values in Europe and the European Union. Democracy, though, can not be taken for granted. For in European history there have been many political systems enhancing other values than those that come with democracy. Nevertheless, in our times, democracy prevails in Europe and is cherished. It is one of the main values of the European Union. To understand Europe better, this study is an inquiry about one of the basic elements Europe is built upon: Democracy. It’s an inquiry in historical perspective.

To study:

· definition democracy and criteria for democracy

· democracy in the present, in local communities, clubs, schools etc.

· democracy in different countries

· analysis EU as far as democracy is concerned (recent past and present)

· future of EU as far as democracy is concerned (recommendations)

Competences and abilities to acquire:

· general competences and abilities: 

class- and international cooperation, functioning in different kind of groups, using the internet, interpreting and discussing ideas, using the English language as the language of international communication, selecting information, doing research, making compromises, transforming ideas from personal perspective to national and European perspective, making presentations and defending statements, accepting and valuing different ideas, giving recommendations based on study and research, feeling part of Europe.

· competences related to the topic

After the course, the students should realize that:

· a democratic system is a good form of government, because the population can participate in power;

· democratic systems are complex systems. They are built by human beings and they are maintained by them. So the consequence is: all citizens have the obligation to practice, cherish, save, understand and defend democracy.

· there are different possibilities to participate in democratic systems;

· democracy is an important value in Europe, it’s part of the European identity.

· they are part of Europe and contribute to the future of Europe and it’s democracy

II. PROCEDURE

Step 1: introduction and preparation (2 hours)

General:

The whole unit of democracy needs about 14 weeks (including  buffer weeks) based on 2 hours a week. One week is an international exchange week. The ‘timetable’ will be your guide throughout the topic. It mentions necessary activities, what the teacher will do, what you have to do, what products have to be ready, what the international contacts must be, etc.  Of course the timetable should be adjusted to fit in the timetable of your school.  

Lessons are two hours a week. Generally the students should work in groups (with the exception of STEP 6). For the correspondence with the students in other European countries the class needs to be divided into five groups. One class, with a maximum of 30 students can participate. Each student keeps a portfolio (when time spent, how much time spent, individually or in groups, presentations, notes, evaluations, essay, what you have experienced, what you have learned, etc.)

Kind of international contacts:

· presentation of national groupwork to international groups (step 3)

· international group study and presentations (step 4)

· professional and social contacts during the actual exchange 

· optional: individual or group contacts (for instance: teaching, further research etc.) 

Grading:

- students will be graded after step 2, 4,  and 6. See timetable for more information.

- grading principles: most of the grading will be group grading.

- criteria for grading: participation, research, presentations, creativity, notes, international cooperation, personal evaluations, structure portfolio etc. 

Step 1: Definition and Criteria Democracy (2 hours, week 1)

Five groups in class answer the question: “What is democracy?”

1. Brainstorming

2. Look for definitions (Þ Internet, school book, encyclopaedia…)

3. Choose the best definition

4. Write down 6 criteria for democracy

5. Choose the three most important criteria

6. Present your results to your class

Step 2: Democracy in the present (4 hours, week 2 and 3)

1. Each group applies definition and criteria on one organization in the present: school, family, peer group, sportsclub, local community (village), region etc. (free choice)

(Þ go to a meeting of organization, take interviews, pictures, study statutes, regulations etc.)

2. Present your findings in a short presentation to your classmates

3. Adjust your definition of democracy and criteria if necessary

Step 3: Political Systems and Democracy in your country (4 hours, week 4 and 5)

1. Each group studies one topic of the democratic system in your country. Five possible subjects are: 1. the royal family and the democracy, 2. political parties and ideologies, 3. the development of the wellfare state (social security, social rights etc.), 4. extra parlementary political pressure(groups), 5. the national form of government (constitution, formal rights, checks and balances etc) … 

2. Present your creative reflection to your class

3. If necessary, make adjustments and improvements during week 6 (buffer!)

4. Present your final presentation during the exchangeweek (week 7) to your foreign guests 

Step 4: Make an international presentation on democracy in Europe (exchangeweek 6 and week 7)

1. Give your grouppresentation (step 3) on democracy in your country.

2. Form an international group of five nationalities

3. Each group studies one topic of the democratic system in Europe. Five possible subjects are: 1. Europe and democracy, 2. Europe and it’s borders, 3. European political parties and ideologies, 4. Europa and extyra-parlementary political pressuregroups, 5. Europe and the world…

4. Present your creative reflection of your topic in an international presentation to your fellow exhange-students

5. Make notes during the presentations of other groups for your portfolio

6. Write a reflection on democracy in Europe for your portfolio (week 7)

7. Write an evaluation of your exchangeweek. (week 7)

Step 5: The development of Europe after 1945 (8 hours, week 8, 9, 10 and 11)

1. Each group studies one topic of the development of Europe after 1945. Possible subjects are: 1. political history: Europe divided and reunified, 2. economical history: Marshallplan, wellfare-state and new challenges, 3. institutional history: The European integration, 4. cultural history: Materialism, polarisation and globalization, 5. Europe and the future.

2. Each group studies the relevant information in Delouche (chapter 11 and 12) Use also other sources of information like the internet and educational material of European institutions etc.

3. Prepare a presentation to your classmates of your most relevant findings

4. Do the presentation in class.

5. Make notes during the presentations for step 6 (essay)

Step 6: Essay on the development of the European Union (2 hours, week 12)

1. Write an essay on the development of Europe after 1945. Make explicit use of the information in the presentations of your classmates (step 5), end your essay with a set of  “personal“ recommendations for a better Europe in the future.

Voluntary extra possibilities:

1. present your findings on the shadowprogram on migration in class (week 13)

2. Extra options and possibilities in the same school year or the next school year:

· A mixed international group of experts (the former exchange students) can visit schools and classes (preferable partner schools of International Education) to instruct classes about the European course and its results.

· Perhaps visits can be arranged for ‘international expert groups’ to one or more of the  European Union institutions (Brussels, Strasbourg) to talk to authorities (clerks) and parliamentarians, government officials etc. about recommendations for Europe in the future.

· Individual students or small groups of students can use the results of this or another topic as a basis for further study (history, government, social studies, philosophy, etc.). They can use the network International Education, the facilities and possibilities of one or more of the partner schools.
