- POUR + Nom = FOR + N vs. POUR + Verbe = TO + B.V. !!!
- WANT (sbdy) TO V !!!

- Penser à bien structurer son discours grâce aux LINK-WORDS (ex:First;Then; Eventually) + exemples (FOR EXAMPLE = par exemple)

- Constructions à l’affirmatif, au négatif (penser à l’auxiliaire!), à l’interrogatif et au style indirect (surtout les questions!) 

- Déterminant Ø quand généralité vs. THE quand cas précis

- Comparatif/ superlatif avec adjs courts ou longs

*EXPRESSIONS

*Obligation: I have to/ I must; I need to V; to be supposed to V; it’s necessary FOR me To V

*Absence d’obligation: I don’t have to; I needn’t V/ I don’t need to V

*Permission: to be allowed to; you may V

*Interdiction: it is forbidden to; you cannot V; you may not V

*Capacité: it’s possible/ easy to; to be able to; can +V; to know HOW TO…; 

to succeed in V-ing; to manage to V

*Incapacité: cannot +V; to be unable to; it’s impossible/ hard/ difficult FOR me TO V; I can’t help V-ing (je ne peux pas m’empêcher de)

*Aimer: to like/ love/ enjoy/ appreciate + V-ing; to prefer V-ing

*Ne pas aimer: to dislike/ hate/ abhor + V-ing

*Comparer: On the one hand…, on the other hand; Compared to/ with…,…; AS + proposition vs. LIKE + Nom (= comme)

*Opinion personnelle: Personally; For my part; To my mind; In my opinion; To me; As for me; As far as I am concerned; I believe; It seems to me that…; I think; I am convinced that; I (entirely) agree with/ I (totally) disagree with; I wonder whether (je me demande si..); Up to a certain point (Jusqu’à…); It is hard to believe

*LINK-WORDS: 
- Début: To begin with, to start with, first (and foremost)

- Opposition/ contrast: but; whereas; while; although; even if/ though; despite the fact that; nevertheless; unless; unlike + N (unlike her mother; unlike what she said); actually (en fait); contrary to + N




- Addition: moreover; furthermore; besides; what’s more; also




- Cause: because; as; because of + N; thanks to (grace à)




- Consequence: so; that’s why; since (puisque); consequently; thus




- But: to; in order to; so as to; so that; NOT TO + V = pour ne pas…(
