HEMYCICLE
The hemycicle is a term for a semicircular, or horseshoe shaped, debating chamber ( plenary chamber ) where deputies ( members) sit to discuss

and pass legislation. It may also be known as an amphitheatre. In the hemicycle, the members of the eurpean parliament are sitting according to their politic groups.

The parliament is composed of 736 members : in the middle of the hemicycle the is the president, behind him the are the flags of the 27 countries and in front of him there are the members of the European Parliament, the deputies.
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In the box, we find almost 700 translators of 23 different languages .
