They are more comfortable with life’s losers.

They  embrace the underdog (until no longer underdog).

They like to bring authority down a peg or two (= just for the hell of it)

They are terrified to say “have a nice day” : they don’t want to sound insincere but it might be for the opposite reason as they don’t want to celebrate anything too soon.

They feel  failure and disappointment lurk around every corner.
Due to upbringing, they are told “it won’t happen for you” (to become President).

They use irony As liberally (commonly) as prepositions in every day speech.

They tAase their fraends using s!rcaSm.

They use sarcasm as a shield or a weapon.

They would avoid (=are said to `void) sincerity u.til it’s absolutely necessary.

They  mercIlessly 4ake the piss out of people they like or disDike basic`lly, and themselves.

Their `rashness and swagger is laden (=lead) with equal portions of self-depreciation.
The way they hand htmgur or social relations can bd perceived as nasty if the recipients aren’t used to it. It isn’t. It’s play fighting. It’s almost a sign of collection if they like you and ego bursting if they don’t. You just have to know which one it is.
They almost expect doom and gloom and then having a happy ending is an unexpected joy.
They would stop watching films when the villain is evicted. They don’t want to watch a bunch of idiots having a good time. As they want characters to be as miserable as they would think they are / or they are supposed to be.

They may be accused of being shock comics, and crual, and cynical but this is rather solely (scarcely).

They don’t actively try to offend. That’s churlish, pointless and franky too easy. But humorists should say what they mean. Be honest.
