That help incorporates (includes) all forms of development assistance, including disaster and debt relief programs given by the government to any entity in a developing country.
United Nations (UN) Development Aid decided in Geneva 
Adding Philanthropism to capitalism

≠ Philanthropism / Charity (like business-like donors).

On November 2008, the NY bureau chief of the Economist Matthew Bishop and Michael Green launched their book “Philanthrocapitalism”.

He invented this word and uses it to refer people such as B. Gates, W. Buffet and Georges Soros. They are the key examples of mega-scale, business-like donors who provide risk capital for social change. Their foundation support innovative ideas for tackling global problems of poverty and disease especially malaria and HIV/Aids in Africa.
Humanitarian relief (=aid)
Corporate sponsorship

Debt relief (programs) : to cancel a debt or debt rescheduling
DEBATING : Fair Trade : Is it going  mainstream ? for example as for ethical investment ?
An aspect of promoting Fair Trade : “equal” access to credit : See what is this commitment about ? (lower interest rates, …) ; How is it run (conducted, undertaken) ? ; How much do you know about Fair Trade and the scope you may have on it as a consumer ? Consumption ethics : to what extent can you take part to Fair Trade ? (the green revolution, sustainability, responsible economy)

- to pay guaranteed price

About the Global Appeal in Paris (Convergences 2015 : a special meeting in Paris in September 2012): Signatories outlined their plans for improving their own practices of the microfinance industry that protect and appropriately serve clients. The Millenium Development Goals is known as the Paris Appeal for Responsible Microfinance, released in spring 2011 : the need for fundamental principles in microfinance.
About  how to make alliances work :  Managing stakeholders (= conducteurs de projets, les pilotes … ???)
At an enterprise level, balancing the needs of employees, shareholders, customers and partners requires effective leadership.

Throw negotiating and communicating with competitors, activists and the rest of society into the mix and you have one big job on your hands.

CEOs are rediscovering “stakeholder capitalism” respecting the needs not just of investors but also of customers, employees and suppliers. 

To provide investors with value-relevant information. A requirement : to bear the risks of ownership for executives like shareholders.
