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Times Square is a major commercial intersection in the borough of Manhattan in New-York City, at the junction of Broadway and Seventh Avenue and stretching from West 42nd to West 47th Streets.
Formerly the site was named Longacre Square, but the area was renamed « Times Square » on April 8, 1904. After the New York Times moved its headquarters to the newly erected Times Building, which is now called One Times Square. The nicknames of Times Square are « The Crossroads of the World » and « The Great White Way ». It has achieved the status of an iconic world landmark and is a symbol of New-York City and The United-States. Times Square is the only neighbourhood with zoning ordinances requiring building owners to display illuminated signs. The density of illuminated signs in Times Square now rivals that of Las Vegas.
The Times Square neighbourhood, notably its busiest intersection, has been featured countless times in literature, on television, in films, in music videos and recently in video games.
