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General Description :
The Trump Tower is a fifty-eight-floor tower which was completed on November 30, 1983. It is two-hundreds-two meters high. Usally a building of that height could not have been built on the small site. By mixing uses (retail, office, and residential), constructing a through-block arcade, and using the air rights from Tiffany's flagship store next door, and including the atrium, Trump was able to assemble a bonus package that enabled a taller tower. 
This skyscraper is located at 721 Fift avenue, at the corner of EAST 56th street on the upper east side of Manhattan in New York City. It was developed by Donald Trump and the Equitable Life Assurance Company, and designed by Der Scutt. Donald Trump (born June 14, 1946) is an American business magnate socialite, author and television personality.
The inside of the tower was built with a pink white-veined marble which comes from Italy and a lot of mirrors.
In this tower we can see a lot of luxury shops. The jewellery’s store Tiffany and Co is situated on the corner of the building.
It is also the official residence for the winners of the three beauty pageants that are co-owned by Donald Trump as the Miss Universe Organization with NBC, which are the Miss Universe, Miss USA and Miss Teen USA during their year-long reign. 
In this skyscraper, we can find offices too. There is a television studio of the NBC television show The Apprentice including the famous boardroom where at least one person will be fired at the end of each episode.
The outside of the building is only made of windows. The front of the building has a stairs shape. On the top of them you can find trees on balconies.
The Atrium : 
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The Atrium shelters a waterfall which is 24 meters high, shops, cafés, and a pedestrian bridge that crosses over the waterfall’s pool . There are The Trump Cafe, The Trump’s Ice Cream Parlor, The Trump Bar, The Trump Store, The Trump Grill and The Trump Events.
The atrium is crowned with a skylight.
The atrium is built as a vertical shopping center, in which visitors are guided along escalators and walkways which lead to balconies that open up to specialty shops.
