The reunion is scheduled to be held from May 6th 2009 (Wednesday/Arrival) until May 10th (Sunday/Departure).


On Thursday, May 7th, we would (as always on the first day) discuss the mobility of students and teaching staff as well as the university reforms in the partner countries (implementation of the Bologna Criteria; the possible introduction of Bachelor and Master degree Programs, of  bi-national study programs…)

The annual reunion is –as always- an excellent opportunity to create and initiate new ERASMUS/SOCRATES partnerships or to inform oneself about (possible modifications in) the conditions of inscription for your ERASMUS students at the partner universities.

In this regard I must, unfortunately, mention the example of the ERASMUS office of my University:  foreign students coming to Nanterre are often not suitably prepared for their time abroad,  for example, possessing insufficient knowledge of Nanterre Diplomas available (problem of “equivalences”).

As usual, there are European funds available from the ERASMUS/SOKRATES Program to cover the costs of travel and stay. (OM, TS).


If you want to introduce a new partner to our corporation network and invite a representative of the particular university to Sevilla, do not hesitate to communicate us his/her name and address. 

As usual, each partner university can be represented by several participants: for example by speakers who contribute to the Colloquium or members of the administration involved in the international/ERASMUS-SOKRATES relations at their university.

*) Europe as a Community of Values

The lecture is intended for doctoral students, who are supposed to introduce theses out of the areas 

of civil, common and criminal law with reference to the general topic. 

The topos of the community of values illustrates the evolution from an economic community (EEC) to a legal protection space EU)  as well as the change from being mere suppliers and demanders of goods and  services to becoming European citizens. Moreover, it should be shown that values, und thusly those values which should been filled with solid contents of norms, are correspondingly subjected to the transformation of social life.

The possible theme can  cover a rather wide spectrum . The following implementations are merely of exemplary character and are therefore not a completed catalogue. 

The question concering concurring values arises especially  in the field of family law. And so it is still being disputed in international procedural law and international private law, whether a trans-European uniform and autonomous concept of marriage exists. This question becomes especially critical in regard to the Brussels IIa and the Rome III regulations.  The application of religious rules of law, such as the Scharia before  state courts within the domestic market is still disputed. The concept of the community of values equally reflects the term ordre public. Could perhaps the status of a bigamous marriage in regard to a national or even European canon of fundamental principles be seen as null and void?  

In business law, the question of a common European ordre public is more controversi regarding claims of punitive damages or damages for the immediate family. Such demands are partly fixed in legal systems of member states, and partly wake refusal by neighbouring legal systems. 

That the single market first represents a community of values in statu nascendi, is also obvious with regards to freedom of press. This can be proven with help of the Rome II regulation for international tort law. And so, offences by the press such as invasion of personal privacy in general were excluded from the material range of application of this secondary right. In particular, the protection of personality (privacy and intimacy) shows that there are still substantial differences between the legal systems of the individual states. The concept of a community of values can furthermore be illustrated based on the question of gene diagnosis. The question, whether employers or insurances are allowed to demand gene tests, is not uniformly covered in the single market. Instead, there are different – partly legislative, partly case law – attempts towards implementation. This applies equally to the question, whether, for example, for the paternity acknowledgement, descent appraisal can secretly be done and used in court or whether they are restricted evidence. 

The anti-discrimination directive, which in many respects, such as labour law forces changes in the national legal system and can also serve as a reflection of common values. 

A further thematic focus along with the European social-charter could be represented in the debate over the headscarf in the light of current developments, especially in Turkey. This conflict  shows that the demand for common values in the European Union must also include the demand for shared powers. 

Because the debate over the European Union as a community of values is being carried out before different courts, such as the national constitutional courts, the European Court of Justice for Human Rights in Strasburg as well as the ECJ in Luxemburg. Just which hierarchy of values – national constitution, the European Convention of Human Rights, or the primary law – gets priority? 

In criminal law, too, it can be shown that the single market as a uniform space of legal protection still seems fictional in some aspects, which leads to frictions. This may be emphasized by the criminal nature of cross-border prostitution as execution of the guaranteed service freedom just as much as the European warrant of arrest or the transnational collection of fines and withdrawal of driver licenses.

To all aspiring doctoral candidates whose theses, from either area of law, civil, common, or criminal, stand in reference to the general topic of  Europe as a community of values:

You are sincerely invited to the 14th annual meeting of the Erasmus/Socrates representatives, which will be held May 7th through May 9th, 2009 in Seville, Spain. 

The topos of the general topic of this meeting, Europe as a community of values, illustrates the evolution from an economic community to a legal protection space and with that the development from suppliers and demanders of goods and performance of services to European citizens. In addition to this, the values and elements of rules in need of value completion are, in regards to their evolution, strongly influenced by communal life. 

In this meeting doctorats will be able to present and discuss their ideas on this topic to and with each other to gain better insight into the ways doctoral candidates from other European countries understand and interpret Europe as a Community of values, and what this means to them. Participants will also get a better idea as to how Europe as a community of values works within, effects and is important to the three different areas of law. 

To effectively achieve this, they will be divided into a minimum of three workshops, each concerning one of the three main areas of law: civil, common, and criminal law. This classification will therefore be based on the participant’s individual thesis statements of his of her dissertation. 

Within the workshops, each doctoral student will present a summary of that thesis, and discussions about the different positions and points of views will be held, so a collective group statement can be created, which will be presented in a general meeting in front of everyone on the last day. 

If interested, your application should include a brief description of your doctoral thesis / topic, a short resume with a list of your publications and an address at which you can be contacted.   It is necessary to apply by March (5th, 2009 to both, the Erasmus contact person / office at your own university, and the Universität Bielefeld (the coordinator) at:
