WHEN NOT TO PLAY IT SAFE

It’s different for girls, says Siobhan Mulholland.

There is currently a parenting fashion to try to encourage very young children to buck sexual stereotypes.

You know the sort of thing: give Jamie a doll and Lucy a car, try to put Freddie in touch with his feminine side and get Emily to toughen up a bit. Some parents say you can influence your offspring; others maintain that a preference for pink or a desire to turn your bedroom into a weapons arsenal are traits that you are born with.

The same sort of questions are now being asked about risk. Why, when you take three-year-olds to the swimming pool, is it usually the boy who dives in fearlessly at the deep end and the girl who tests the temperature tentatively with her toe?

“On the whole, females do not like to be seen to make a mistake, so they play it safe,” says Prudence Lynch, the headmistress of Kensington Preparatory School. “They will write the safe, dull story to avoid using a word they think they can’t spell. It’s partly linked to being perfect and the whole issue of always getting it right.”

“If you look at the referral of children under the age of six to psychologists you get three boys to every girl,” says chartered psychologist Jack Boyle. “Girls under six years old are more emotionally intelligent than boys ― they understand how not to break the rules. And they have that understanding throughout life. By-and-large, women are not rule breakers.” According to Boyle, it is men who are the deviants, the risk-takers, both in physical and entrepreneurial terms. Women cluster around the middle; they tend to be more conformist and prefer to play it safe.

Encouraging girls to take the 'right' type of risks entails some unconventional parenting and teaching. Jack Boyle believes it’s all about giving girls opportunities and rewards for being adventurous. And this calls for a bit of risk-taking among those who are nurturing the next generation of future female prime ministers.
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
