Love at first sight

If you fall in love with someone when meeting him/her for the very first time, it's 'love at first sight'.
Hit it off (with someone)

to get along well with someone (from the first time that you meet that person)

eg:'I hit it off with a woman in my photography class and we have been dating for several months now.'

Made for each other

to get along extremely well with another person

eg:The man and the woman get along very well together and seem to be made for each other
puppy love 

love between teenagers: 

eg:"It's just puppy love – you'll grow out of it!"

A match made in heaven

a couple who get along perfectly

eg: When the two people finally got together it was a match made in heaven and everybody thought that they would stay together forever


Unrequited love

love that is not returned, one-sided love

eg: The woman was in love with the president of her company but it was unrequited love. He did not love her
