Ken Robinson Talks about Creativity and Education (script)
The real intelligence consists in that capacity for  certain type of deductive reasoning and the knowledge of the classics originally, what we come to think of as academic ability. And this is deep in the gene pool of public education that there are really two types of people academic and non academic, smart people and non smart people. And the consonance of that is that many brilliant people think they're not because they're being judged against this particuliar view of the mind. And my view is that this model has caused chaos in many people's lives. It's been great for some, there have been people who benefitted wonderfully from it but most people have not. 

My contention is that creativity now is as important in education as literacy and we should treat it with the same status. We stygmatize mistakes and we're now running a national education system where mistakes are the worst thing you can make and the result is that we're educating people out of their creative capacities. 

Picasso once said this, he said that 'all children are born artists. The problem is to remain an artist as we grow up'. 

I believe dispassionately that we don't grow into creativity, we grow out of it or rather we get educated out of it
