NO is sometimes used instead of not … any. When “no” is used to replace “any” in a sentence you must remember that the verb can´t be in the negative. We must always use it in the positive form to avoid making a double negative.





Ex: I haven’t got any money.


Or:


I have no money.


We can´t say:


I haven’t no money.


There isn’t any sugar.


Or: There is no sugar.


Not: There isn’t no sugar.




















A / AN is used before countable nouns in the singular.


I’ve got a red jacket.


She’s got an umbrella.





A / AN is not used before uncountable nouns unless we use an expression of quantity that make the uncountable noun countable. Some of these expressions are:


A bunch, a piece, a jar, a bottle, a bar, a tube, a glass, a dozen, a kilo, a can, a tin.


There is a kilo of sugar.


I’ve got a jar of jam.














SOME/ANY  are used before  plural countable nouns and before uncountable nouns; 


She’s got some pencils.


Is there any sugar in the bowl?


SOME is used in affirmative sentences and also in questions that are offers or requests:


Would you like some tomato sauce?


ANY is used in negative sentences and questions.


I haven’t got any cheese.


Is there any butter in the fridge?
