Most Science Fiction takes place in the real world or at least in a world with similar 9…........………….  to ours. Science fiction is typically set in the future. There’s even subgenres of Sci Fi that are set in the past like steampunk where advanced technologies are imagined to exist in a time before electricity ! [...] So that’s Science Fiction. It’s full of unreal things that could be real in our world or a 14…........………….  world in the near or distant future. 
Sci Fi authors write about what if …?  and what could be …? and that helps us think about what’s happening right now and how our choices affect the future and our world and the elseworlds beyond the 15…........…………. . Yeah ! That’s the kind of stuff you read in Science Fiction so get used to it. It’s awesome!
