- I like this garden, it’s kind of vegan, there’s a little bit of everything in it.
- We have seven gardens in this area. We have 76,000 square feet that we are actually planting and that’s we’re estimating, between three and five thousand pounds of food. This is Summer Street location. it’s actually an abandoned lot that was donated. So we thought, okay, we’re gonna plant it and share it. Last year we pulled out 1,700 pounds of food. Volunteers get the majority of it. If you come and you work you get veggies. It costs them an hour to week to get a large bag of vegetables. In our area, it’s middle-low income, fresh vegetables are very expensive and we’re severely fat, we’re all obese in this area and kids dare not getting what they need. So to be able to get them fresh vegetables in this area is vital.
The program that we started is ‘Adopt A Grandparent’, we matched the local kids in the neighborhood with older people that live in the area.  Basically, what we’re trying to do is bridge the gap between the ages to build more community. It’s just awesome for generations to mingle and converse to each other and share. Kids follow their example. If they grow vegetables, they’re gonna eat vegetables. 
- It’s good to see the young people involved in this because they see the garden and they realize it’s all coming from here. Maybe they’re learning more to … how to grow their own.
- When you eat something that you’ve grown from your own garden it feels like you made a change. You feel good about yourself because you grew your own vegetables. If you eat stuff from the stores, it’s not the same as growing it from your own garden.
- The older people have so much knowledge, some of them are lifetime gardeners. And for most of the kids in this area, this is like their first or their second year. 
- I’ve been gardening for three years.
- They all love gardening, kids and adults … (This is better than a game prize!) so matching them up was like natural.
- You want to eat that first?
- Yes !
- The grandparents are getting a lot out of it. They love the kids’ energy, it makes them feel good and, I mean, I got all those smiles from everybody today. It is just a really great interaction between the two.
- We’re here with the kids at school because they show you and you can show them. 
- This is not my garden, or Kristen’s garden or Jen’s garden. It’s all of our gardens The whole neighborhood has taken ownership of this space and basically making it part of their own backyard. We now know each other, we know each other’s kids, so it’s more being in your backyard with the big extended family. The kids are coming out and enjoying the fresh air, gardening. It’s just a pretty good place for the neighborhood.
