Responding to a police emergency. Unlike any seen recently on the streets of London.

A protest turned riot left a London bus burning, two police cars on fire, and areas over the North London's Tottenham up in flames. Riot officers were called after one of their patrol vehicles was pushed into the middle of the road before being set on fire.

There were also reports of looting along the High Road where a shop was also burning.

"We want justice, we want it now". 
Nearly two hundred people gathered on Saturday to protest the fatal shooting of a man by police officers . The twenty-nine-year-old known as Mark Duggan was shot in an exchange of gun fire as the police conducted a pre-planned operation.
But protesters say an explanation for his death has not been given.
"We want answers for the family, for Mark Duggan. We have been given no answers, the family haven't been told anything as to why Mark Duggan was shot on Thursday. 

Police say there'd been no warning would turn violent, but it quickly became a dark day for the police. Crowd say they are going to gather until they get answers and justice.
