Cambodia is a very poor country. For the last thirty (30) years, there have been many development agencies working in Cambodia and in Siem Reap to help to rebuild the country and it’s become very popular on the volunteer trail for people to come here and try and help. But then, within that, there’s a paradox because you would think that if there are hundreds of organizations and people had been coming here for many years, it would be easy for people to… uh… who wanted to give their help, to be able to find how to do it. But the paradox is it’s extremely difficult because for the large part, those three hundred are hidden away, there’s no central point in the town and for people arriving in Cambodia, particularly from Europe or America or Australia, New Zealand, this culture is extremely alien and it’s very very difficult for people to work out what’s going on and how they should best offer their support. We started three years ago and we make it easy for anybody visiting who wants to offer their support in any way to do just that. So we have about twenty-five (25) local charity members, all based in Siem Reap, and they do between them just about every type of humanitarian [work].
