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The Chrysler Building is, with the Empire State Building, one of the most famous skyscrapers of New York. It is located on the East side of Manhattan, at the intersection of 42nd street and Lexington Avenue. It stands at 319 meters; it used to be the world tallest building, before being surpassed by the Empire State Building in 1931. Previously, there was a race for the tallest building. This skyscraper was designed by the architect William Van Allen for a project of Walter Chrysler, who wanted to show the power of his car society. 
It is considered as an example of Art Deco architecture, and it was the headquarters of the Chrysler Company from 1930 to 1950. The rhythm of construction was frantic: one floor per week and no worker died during the construction. Many materials were used in the construction of the Chrysler Building. The frames of the building need only 20,961 tons of steel and 3,826,000 bricks, the arrow which measures 58 meters is plated with silver, stainless steel developed by a German company.
The Chrysler Building was renovated in 1978 with the construction of a hall composed mainly of marble, steel and granite, similar to the Empire State Building. The building is not open to the public but we can go in the lobby, except on weekends when access is prohibited, to admire the decoration. A survey showed that this building is the favorite skyscraper of the New-Yorkers. We can see it in many films like Godzilla or Spider Man.
