Grand Central Terminal:
Grand Central Terminal is situated at the south of Central Park, near the Chrysler Building, between 42nd Street and Park Avenue. The station is considered as the largest in the world with its 44 docks which allow access to 67 channels arranged on two levels, 26 for the lower level and 41 for the next level.

Grand Central Terminal serves the suburbs of New York, with trains operated by Metro-North Commuter Railroad Company. The station also serves as a connecting station for lines 4, 5, 6 and 7 of the New York Subway.
 

The history of this station dates back to 1871 when Grand Central Depot was built, a building which housed three companies to train New York Central and Hudson River Railroad, Harlem River Railroad and New Haven Railroad. But the building was almost completely remodeled between 1899 and 1900 to make way for a station called Grand Central Station. Extra 3 floors were built (in addition to existing 3 storey), the facade was completely altered, but the beautiful Tiffany glass that covers the tracks was preserved.
 

On the facade overlooking 42nd Street we see the magnificent clock surmounted by sculptures of Mercury, Hermes and Minerva made ​​by the French sculptor Jules-Felix Coutan. This architectural complex is 14.6 meters high and the clock has a diameter of 4 meters.
But the changes did not stop there. From 1903 to 1913 many studies were undertaken under the direction of the architectural firm Warren & Wetmore and Reed & Stern, until the final evolution of the building received its final name: Grand Central Terminal, which was inaugurated on February 2 1913.
 

Grand Central Terminal has of course been used for many scenes of movies like Impasse with Al Pacino (1993), Ice Storm (1997), Armageddon (1998), The Day After (2004) and Madagascar (2005).
