1.A. Similarities with positive sentences ( ..... aussi ):
She likes tea. I like tea.
Nous aimons toutes les deux le thé donc on peut utiliser :

- "both"
We both like tea. Both she and I like tea.

- "s0" ( car la phrase est affirmative ) : regle : SO + aux + sujet
ici présent simple donc aux = DO ou DOES suivant le sujet

I like tea, so does she. Ou She likes teaso do I

- "foo " régle : sujet + aux + too
I like tea, she does too.

B. Similarities with negative sentences :
I don't get up early. My brother doesn't get up early .( ..... non plus )

- "neither" regle : neither + aux + sujet (ici le n_de neither porte la négation)
I don't get up early, neither does my brother.

- "either" regle : sujet + aux - ( a la forme négative ) + either (ici c'est
I'auxiliaire qui porte la négation )
I don't get up early, my bother doesn't either.

2. Contrasts
I can swim. He can't swim

- "whereas" + proposition ( phrase)
I can swim whereas he can't ( swim). ( pas obligé de répéter le verbe il est sous-entendu)

- "unlike " + nom ou pronom complément
I can swim ,unlike him. He can't swim ,unlike me.( on peut mettre unlike en début de phrase )

- “contrary to" + nom ou pronom complément
I can swim contrary to him. He can't swim contrary to me. ( on peut mettre
contrary to en début de phrase)
